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OVERVIEW

The Health Care Assistant program is designed to prepare students to
function as frontline care providers and valuable members of a health care
team. Health Care Assistants receive direction and supervision from other
health professionals such as Licensed Practical Nurses and Registered Nurses.
Students are provided opportunities to develop knowledge, skills, and
attitudes necessary to provide professional care to the elderly and those
facing other health or illness challenges. This 29 week, full-time program
combines theory, lab study and practice experience.

OUTCOMES

At the end of program, successful graduates will earn a HEALTH CARE
ASSISTANT CERTIFICATE and are eligible for registration with the BC Care
Aide & Community Health Worker Registry.

CAREER OPPORTUNITIES

Graduates are qualified to work as frontline care providers in a variety of
settings including: client's home, adult day care, assisted living, and complex
care facilities.

Learners should be aware that some employers require Grade 12 or
equivalent for hire.
